Sewing the On-Point “Majestic Beauty” Quilt Top Together

Cutting Instructions for the On-Point Setting Squares & Triangles:

Fabric Color Cut #1 Instructions or Cut #2

Green Purple Quilt Blocks Cut ONE (1) 13 1/2” square. Then cut the square diagonally, corner-to-
corner, TWO (2) times. You’ll end up with FOUR

Green Purple Quilt Blocks Cut SIX (6) 19 1/4” squares. Then cut the squares diagonally, corner-to-
corner, ONE (1) time. You'll end up with TWO (2)

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This is the grid for the “Majestic Beauty” On-Point quilt top! There should be 25 of the “Majestic Beauty” quilt blocks already sewn
together! Now it is time to put them into a quilt top form!

Pay attention to the names of each quilt block & sew them together in diagonal rows starting with the center row (outlined in
Purple). Press the seams in opposite directions or press the seams open. It’s up to you! Continue until you have a “Majestic Beauty”
quilt top!
